Speaking of the 
traps - I would ask that everyone PLEASE rake 
your footprints when exiting!  

We are at a point in the season (normally it’s June) when 
keeping up with the rough becomes somewhat of an issue.  
Moisture, heat and fertilizer makes for a perfect recipe 
for some nasty rough, causing the frustration of a few lost 
balls. I will try and direct a large amount of time in keeping 
the rough more consistent, please bear with us! 

One last note, I have noticed as of late, a lot of people 
taking their pull carts over tee boxes. This causes 
significant wear on the turf and thus deteriorating 
conditions. Please leave your pull cart on the cart path or an 
appropriate distance from the tee.
